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   Ronald T. Borchardt, Ph.D., the Solon E. Summerfield Distinguished  
   Professor of  Pharmaceutical Chemistry,  University of  Kansas 
 
   Dr. Ronald T. Borchardt is the Solon E. Summerfield Distinguished Professor of  
   Pharmaceutical Chemistry at The University of Kansas-Lawrence. Professor Borchardt 
   received his B.S. degree in Pharmacy from the University of Wisconsin-Madison and his 
   Ph.D. in Medicinal Chemistry from The University of Kansas-Lawrence. After serving 
   as a Postdoctoral Fellow at the National Institutes of Health (Bethesda, Maryland) from 
   1969-1971, Professor Borchardt returned to The University of Kansas as an Assistant  
   Professor in the Department of Biochemistry in the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences. 
   In the 1970's Professor Borchardt was promoted through the academic ranks to his  
   current position as Solon E. Summerfield Distinguished Professor. From 1983-1998,  

Professor Borchardt served as the Chairman of the Department of Pharmaceutical Chemistry in the School of  
Pharmacy.   
 
During his academic career Professor Borchardt has received numerous awards and honors for his teaching and  
research accomplishments including: Established Investigatorship from the American Heart Association (1974-1979); 
Sato Memorial International Award from the Pharmaceutical Society of Japan (1981); Mortar Board Outstanding  
Educator Award (1980), Dolph C. Simons, Sr. Research Award in the Biomedical Sciences (1983), the Louise Byrd 
Graduate Educator Award (1997) and the Chancellors Club Career Teaching Award (2005) from The University of 
Kansas; Fellow of the American Association of Pharmaceutical Scientists (1988) and the American Association for the 
Advancement of Science (1995); Citation of Merit from the University of Wisconsin (1989); Meritorious Manuscript 
Awards (1991, 1998), Research Achievement Awards in Biotechnology (1993) and Medicinal Chemistry (1994), and 
Distinguished Pharmaceutical Scientist Award (1997) from the American Association of Pharmaceutical Scientists; 
Takeru and Aya Higuchi Memorial Lectureship Award from the Academy of Pharmaceutical Sciences and Technology 
of Japan (1993); Paul Dawson Biotechnology Award (1997) and Volwiler Research Achievement Award (1998) from 
the American Association of Colleges of Pharmacy; Hoest-Madsen Medal (1999) from the International  
Pharmaceutical Federation; Distinguished Service Award (1999) from the FASEB Research Conference on Biological 
Methylation; the Millennial Pharmaceutical Scientist Award (2000) from the Millennial World Congress of  
Pharmaceutical Sciences; the Research Achievement Award in the Pharmaceutical Sciences (2001) and the Takeru  
Higuchi Research Prize (2003) from the American Pharmaceutical Association; the Smissman-Bristol-Myers Squibb 
Award from the Medicinal Chemistry Division of the American Chemical Society (2003); Society for Biomolecular  
Sciences PolyPops Foundation Award (2007); and Honorary Doctorate Degrees from The Danish University of  
Pharmaceutical Sciences, Copenhagen, Denmark (2002), Katholieke University, Leuven, Belgium (2004) and Uppsala 
University, Uppsala, Sweden (2006).  
 
Professor Borchardt is the author or co-author of approximately 500 scientific publications and 460 abstracts.   
Professor Borchardt is also the editor of 10 books, and the series editor of "Pharmaceutical Biotechnology" (14  
published volumes, Kluwer Academic/Plenum Publishers) and “Biotechnology: Pharmaceutical Aspects” (9 volumes 
in development, AAPS Press).  His research interests are focused in the areas of drug design and drug delivery. 

The Keynote 
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   Mark C. Fishman, M.D., President, Novartis Institutes for  
   BioMedical Research 
    
   Dr. Mark C. Fishman is President of the Novartis Institutes for BioMedical Research    
   (NIBR) and a member of the Executive Committee of Novartis. He leads all worldwide  
   discovery and early clinical activities of Novartis from the new research headquarters in  
   Cambridge, Massachusetts. The goal of NIBR scientists is to change the practice of  
   medicine, focusing on therapeutics for diseases, no matter how rare, where suffering is  
   great and the scientific underpinnings strong. This approach has dramatically increased the 
   number of new drugs entering and transitioning though clinical trials, especially using  
   biological therapuetics. New medicines from these recent efforts have reached registration 

for cancer, autoimmune, and respiratory diseases. 
 
Prior to joining Novartis, Dr. Fishman was Professor of Medicine at Harvard Medical School, Chief of Cardiology at 
the Massachusetts General Hospital (MGH) and the founding Director of the Cardiovascular Research Center of the 
MGH. During that time he trained more than 80 post-doctoral fellows and students, as well as clinical Cardiology  
fellows. His lab's discoveries opened a new field of biology. Through the use of genetic screens in the zebrafish, they 
discovered many of the fundamental principles, and genes, that fashion form and function of vertebrate  
organ systems. Dr. Fishman has been honored by many awards and distinguished lectureships, and is a Fellow of the 
American Academy of Arts and Sciences, and the Institutes of Medicine of the National Academies (USA). 

   P. Steven Ainsley, Publisher, The Boston Globe 
 
   On September 12, 2006, Steven Ainsley assumed his current position as Publisher of The  
   Boston Globe and Head of the New England Media Group, which includes The Boston  
   Globe; BostonWorks; GlobeDirect, the Globe's direct mail subsidiary; the Worcester  
   Telegram & Gazette; and the related Web sites of both newspapers. Mr. Ainsley also  
   oversees the Company's investment in Metro Boston, a free daily newspaper targeting well- 
   educated young professionals, and the Globe's strategic relationship with New England  
   Sports Ventures, which owns the Boston Red Sox and a majority interest in the New  
   England Sports Network.  
 
   Mr. Ainsley, 54, was formerly the President and Chief Operating Officer of the Regional 

Media Group, beginning in 2003. The Group has won four Pulitzer Prizes and its 14 daily newspapers have an average 
total weekday circulation of more than 600,000 copies. Previously, he was Senior Vice President of the Regional  
Newspaper Group since 1999. Mr. Ainsley had been a publisher at various New York Times Company-owned  
newspapers since 1982. He was Publisher of The Santa Barbara News-Press, in Santa Barbara, Calif., from 1993 to 
1999. Before that he served as Publisher of New York Times Company-owned newspapers in Alabama, Florida and 
Maine. Mr. Ainsley has been a Director of the New England Press Association and the Alabama Press Association and 
has served as a Director of the Southern Newspaper Publishers Association since 2004. He has also served as a  
director and officer of numerous local civic and charitable organizations in the communities in which he has lived. Mr. 
Ainsley is currently on the Board of Directors for the Greater Boston Chamber of Commerce, the United Way of 
Massachusetts Bay, the American Press Institute, and the Greater Boston Food Bank. Mr. Ainsley received a B.A.  
degree from New York University in 1976. He graduated from the Emory University Advanced Management Program 
in 1986.

   Charles J. Kravetz is President and General Manager of NECN, New England Cable News, 
   the nation’s largest and most honored regional news network, reaching 3.7 million homes in 
   the six-state New England region. Mr. Kravetz joined NECN at its inception in 1992 as  
   Founding News Director. In that role, he was responsible for all programming including  
   news, sports, weather, and other targeted and long form programs, where he oversaw the  
   growth of the network into one of the most distinguished and honored regional news  
   organizations in the United States. NECN is the only regional cable news channel ever to win 
   a George Foster Peabody Award and an Alfred I. duPont - Columbia University Broadcast  
   Journalism Award. These awards are widely regarded as the highest honors in the television 

news industry.  NECN is also the recipient of hundreds of other awards for journalistic excellence, including the 
Scripps Howard Award, a National Edward R. Murrow Award, and several Iris and Emmy Awards.

NECN, Mr. Kravetz spent 12 years at WCVB. While there, he held several positions including Assistant News
